Az előadóról:
Volker Stocké, Dr. phil., is professor for Sociology, with a special
focus on longitudinal educational research at the University of Bamberg,
and coordinates the department [UTF-8?]â€œSocial Inequality and Educational
Decisions in the Life [UTF-8?]Courseâ€� at the Institute for Educational
Longitudinal Research (INBIL). He furthermore is a co-applicant of the
Mannheim Educational Panel Study and of the project [UTF-8?]â€œStabilization and
Revision of Transition Decisions in the Context of the Family, School
and Institutional Context in Secondary [UTF-8?]Schoolâ€� as part of the research
group [UTF-8?]â€œEducational Processes, Competence Development and Selection
Decisions in Pre- and Primary School [UTF-8?]Ageâ€� (BiKS). He was born in
Frankenthal, Germany, in 1966 and studied Philosophy of Science,
Political Sciences and Sociology at the University of Mannheim (Dipl.
Soz., 1994), where he received in 2001 his doctoral degree. He worked as
a research assistant at the Mannheim Center for European Social Research
(1994) and at the Department of Social Sciences at Mannheim University
(1995-2002). Between 2003 and 2007 he held the position of an associate
professor (C1) at the Department of Social Sciences. In 2005 he was a
visiting scholar at the Department of Social Research Methodology at the
Free University of Amsterdam and in 2006 at the Department of Sociology
and Anthropology of Haifa University. He is a member of the E.U. network
of excellence [UTF-8?]â€œEconomic Change, Quality of Life and Social [UTF-
8?]Cohesionâ€�
(EQUALSOC), where he is involved in cross cultural research projects
with the aim of explaining educational inequality. His main research
interest is in the field of educational sociology and in particular in
explaining inequality in educational outcomes. Furthermore, he is
involved in research about the determinants of survey data quality and
the integration of sociological theories. In these areas of research he
recently published several articles in peer refereed international
journals.

Az előadás abstractja:
The German National Educational Panel Study and Empirical Educational
Sociology

The German National Educational Panel Study has been set up to study the
acquisition of education, to assess the consequences of education for
life courses, and to describe central education processes and
trajectories across the entire life span. Funded by the Federal Ministry
of Education and Research the National Educational Panel Study is
organized as a network of excellence linking researchers from different
disciplines. The life-course perspective is the pre-eminent theoretical
characteristic of the National Educational Panel Study. While focusing
on eight stages ranging over the entire life span, longitudinal
integration will be ensured by a theoretical orientation toward five
major dimensions: competence development, learning environments, social
inequalities and educational decisions, educational processes of
migrants, and returns to education. Methodologically, the National
Educational Panel Study follows a multicohort sequence design starting
with a total number of more than 60,000 target persons from six cohorts
(early childhood, Kindergarten children, 5th graders, 9th graders,
first-year college students, and adults who have already left the
educational system in most cases). Different instruments including
questionnaires and competence tests are being administered in all six
cohorts. Each new wave of the panel study will be made available to the
scientific community as fast as possible. In a first part the
presentation will offer a brief overview of the aims, the design and the
organization of this project. The data will allow answering a great
variety of research questions. In the second part of the talk, one of
these questions is formulated and answered with already available data
from a locally restricted sample of students in Germany. The results of
this study can be summarized as follows:
Parental educational aspirations for their [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s educational
careers have been found to be affected by the [UTF-8?]studentsâ€™ school
performance. Some available evidence suggests that parents with lower
status background are more susceptible to these detrimental effects of
poor school achievement. However, explanations for this phenomena have
not been tested empirically yet. Using reference-group theory, we
hypothesize that the aspirations of parents with lower social status are
more reactive to constraints because of being embedded in less ambitious
social contexts. These hypotheses are tested with data from the Mannheim
Educational Panel Study (MEPS), where the participants are
primary-school parents in Germany. We found firstly strong net-effects
of the level and temporal development of the [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s grade-point
average on the [UTF-8?]parentsâ€™ educational aspirations. Secondly, the effect
of
the [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s school performance on the [UTF-8?]parentsâ€™ aspirations
strongly
decreases with increasing parental education: While highly educated
[UTF-8?]parentsâ€™ ambitions are largely unaffected by their [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s
achievement reality, this is strongly the case for lower status parents.
Whereas this interaction between the [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s grade-point average
and
the [UTF-8?]fathersâ€™ as well as the [UTF-8?]mothersâ€™ education proves
simultaneously
significant, the parental class position is irrelevant in this respect.
Furthermore, the level of the [UTF-8?]mothersâ€™ education is a significant
mediator variable for how strong the temporal development of the
[UTF-8?]studentsâ€™ grades determines the level of parental aspirations.
Thirdly,
aside from the [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s academic achievement, the average aspiration
level in the [UTF-8?]parentsâ€™ egocentric network is found to exert significant
net-effects on the [UTF-8?]parentsâ€™
educational aspirations. Fourthly, the aspirations in the peer group
mediate both the effect of the level and temporal development of the
[UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s marks on the parental aspirations: Parents with high
aspiration contexts are less willing to adapt their aspirations in the
light of their [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s poor educational performance. Fifthly, the
compositional differences in the peer [UTF-8?]groupâ€™s aspiration level between
families with different educational status completely explain their
differential willingness to adapt their ambitions to their [UTF-8?]childrenâ€™s
achievement reality. Thus, a positive attitude toward education in the
parental social network serves as a protection against detrimental
effects of poor school achievement and as intergenerational social
capital for the children.
