Two competing models of the impact of new IT on political discourse have been suggested. Richard Posner's 'market competition converges on truth' 

and results in a public good, and Nathan Keyfitz "knowledge communities" 

will insulate themselves from the chaos of falsehood and prejudice that will swamp the internet. The talk talk will discuss the issues raised by the two models and some empirical evidence.
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
